Keith Hackett's official answers:

1) Stop play and call over an official from the home club. Remind the official that the club is responsible
for the conduct of spectators. Tell them to deal with the father, and advise them you will be reporting the
incident to the competition. If the club fails to deal with the father, you must abandon the game.

2) You cannot intervene at this stage. Allow the match to proceed and report the facts to the Premier
League at the end of the game.

3) At the next stoppage in play, advise your colleagues to observe the players while you leave the field
for a comfort break. Restart play as normal when you return.

Congratulations to Ron Harries (Wellington) who
was made a Member of the New Zealand Order of
Merit (MNZM) in the 2009 Queens Birthday
Honours List for “services to soccer.”

Ron arrived from the Falkland Islands via South
Africa in 1960. The demands of a young family
and his job meant that he was unable to continue
playing so he began refereeing in 1963.

He rose rapidly through the ranks and was on the
initial list of National League referees when the
competition began in 1970.

Ron refereed nine international games.

ACCOMMODATION
DAY 2

“We received instructions on the Hot Topics, basically a
summary of the key issues that FIFA wants us to focus
on during the tournament, e.g. teamwork, offside,
denying obvious goal scoring opportunities, dissent,
tackles, handball, encroachment etc. There were also
two minor law changes or amendments to offside and
the technical area which start at this tournament.

The day continued with an outline of the tournament
referee support and some technical analysis of the
teams. New Zealand’s analysis followed after Spain’s
SO as you can imagine there were similar comments
about the two team'’s strengths — yeah right.”

FACILITIES

“In the afternoon, there was some ‘light’ activity for the
ARs and the Referees. Still about 50 minutes though



and the air is still taking some getting used to. Last
night, the FIFA staff organised a birthday cake for Mark
Rule as it was his 28" birthday.

DAY 7

Over the last few days, the daily routine was generally a
2.5 hour training session in the morning with a football
team. The instructors and the team come up with ever
new ways to confuse the referees and ARs in order to
make us work and concentrate harder. The main points
remained incidents inside/outside the penalty area.

In the afternoon we generally have psychological
sessions to help us relax and prepare for the tasks of
the next few days and a few energy sessions, that are
supposed to help us with relaxation, awareness,
peripheral vision, body language etc.

We also tested a virtual training tool that is being

developed for referees and assistants. The AR tool is
already quite developed with 195 offside incidents on
one DVD, which is basically a computer simulation for
offside incidents. It keeps track of your decisions and
provides instant replays to see if you made the correct
or incorrect decision. The plan is to have these
incidents uploaded on our internet learning platform.
The referee DVD is still being developed and will deal
mainly with penalty decisions.

We had the Referee's Official Dinner where we were
presented with our watches and medal. It was also our
first outing in our new FIFA suits. We sat with the
Aussies and the Brits and had a good old laugh - good
times had by all.

Yesterday we had a day off to relax body and mind. We
first went shopping to buy obligatory gifts and souvenirs
and in the afternoon went to a gold mine, which has
been converted into a museum with a theme park
around it. The tour of the mine (230m below ground)
was quite interesting and after the tour we had a bit of
fun on some of the rides. Dinner was not a main priority
once we were home.

FIFA HOSPITALITY — OPENING GAME

Sunday was more of the same - training in the
morning with players kicking lumps out of each other
(and us missing the fouls!) and then we were off to
Ellis Park, J’'Burg to watch the opening match, South
Africa v Irag. As usual, we got to watch the match

from the VIP Tribune (which, again, | highly
recommend!) with full hospitality — excellent. The
atmosphere was really pumping — lots of noise and
tension — and | have to say, much more lively than my
experience of the crowds in China. The whole
atmosphere really rammed home how incredibly
fortunate | am to have these experiences.
DAY 16
The most daunting part about the debriefs, for an AR,
is the analysis of some offside decisions with the help
of the bio-mechanics team. They use positioning
technology to ascertain how far the AR was off the
offside line, how far the attacker was onside or offside
and what the angle was between the attacker
receiving the ball and the attacker passing the ball. So
far we have learned that in one incident the AR was
30 cm behind and that the attacker was 1.23m onside.
Interesting technology, but | am not sure how much
the ARs will get out of it in order to avoid the mistake
next time
THE GAME

At the hotel we met our assessor, Peter Mikkelsen
from Denmark. We had some time to kill, so we
walked around the resort area for a while and then
met for lunch at a Greek restaurant by the pool. After
that we went back to our rooms for some relaxation
and | was surprised how little nervous | was. | even
managed to sleep for a couple of hours.

At 6:30 we were picked up by our minivan and made
the 30 minute journey to the stadium with a police
escort. We arrived and inspected the pitch, which was
in perfect condition. After that we went through our pre
match routine and felt prepared. Even the comms. kit
was perfectly snug for the first time and working!

The game itself was a great game to be involved with,
the USA eventually qualifying for the semi finals as
the other results went their way. We thought that we
did well in a challenging match.

The next morning we drove back to Pretoria to the
referee HQ where the feedback was overwhelmingly
positive, including the critical decisions on the hand
ball penalty or not and potential offside on the second
goal. The instructors seemed happy and told us that
they agreed with our decision making.”
