We arrived in Cairo at 5am on Friday 25
September. It was hot, dry and dusty.

Saturday was spent with the theory part of the
Referees’ Course with presentations on the ‘Hot
Topics’ as well as psychology, energy, technical,
physical and medical areas.

From then on daily routine saw us leaving the
hotel at 8am for practical training sessions (in 38
degrees) and spending the afternoons with the
various experts.

Walking in Cairo was interesting with the friendly
locals wanting to meet us and have photos with
us.

| was appointed as 4™ Official on the second
match in Cairo — Paraguay v Italy. We are using
a communication system that is bulkier than the
A-League kit and takes some getting used to.
For this match we were filmed on all aspects of
the game by the FIFA Referee Department.

Monday was the first debriefing session. This
took about 2.5 hours. The referee or AR
explains why they made that decision on the
field and then what their decision would be after
seeing the video clips. Then the Instructors
comment.

Our first game was lItaly vs Trinidad & Tobago. It
went well with no real problems.

Tuesday was a recovery day. We got a copy of
the game and spent sometime analysing our
performance and looking at how we could
improve.

Team OFC starred on the second debriefing day
with the offside and a handball that broke up an
attacking move. Both of these were good things
and we did not feature with bad points.

| had a second outing as Fourth Official in Cairo
with two games on 1 October. On a previous
game the 4™ Official took both sets of Beep
Flags back to the headquarters. The second
game was delayed for 7 minutes while spare
corner flags were cut to size to act as AR flags.

We spent some time watching games of UAE
and Hungary, analysing their defensive and
attacking formations, corners etc. to prepare for
our second appointment.

The game went well with about 25 fouls in total
and only 2 yellow cards.

My heart rate in the first game was 87% in the
first half and 90% in the second. In the second
game it was around 84%. This compares to the
A-League where I'm usually around 80-83%.

Our visit to the pyramids the next day was great.

Our next game in Ismailia was a CAF derby.
The pace increased in the second half and then
in extra time as did the caution count.

After the game we had a good warm down on
the field and also clapped the crowd as this was
the last game in Ismailia. The response was
unexpected as they all stood and applauded
Team OFC.

We were pleased with our performances and
met our objective of officiating a second phase
match.
